They will need 
to return south along Via Urbis Romanae / A134 and 
turn right into Mill Rd west.



Via Urbis / Mill Road footway closure –  The footpath highlighted red will be closed for the kerb alignment and 
tactiles for the new crossing. 
Pedestrians needing to access the eastern side of Mill Road will need to cross Northern Approach Road and follow 
the route below marked by the green dashes



= no left turn

The no left turn into Mill Road from Northern Approach needs to be installed again for ongoing works 

to the kerbing and signals ducting. This will enable pedestrians to cross Northern Approach Road 

(A134) whilst the eastern side of Mill Road footway is closed
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
